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In 1977, AJ. Foyt became the first driver to win
the Indianapolis 500 four times, having won in
1961, 1964 and 1967. In ‘77, A.J. drove the No. 14
Gilmore Racing Coyote/Foyt. The Coyote chassis,
designed and built by Foyt'’s team, was powered by
a Foyt-built engine.

Foyt remains the only driver-owner to win
the Indy 500 in a car designed and built in his own
race shop, thus securing his place as a true
legend of motorsport.
